Feasibility

Aswellasaddressing the crossfall, the
multi-level car parking allowed a
maximum efficiency in the use of space.
Asthe dte wasparticularly small, retail
space could be made larger by stacking
parking and an otherwise-expansve car
park could be partially hidden.

Design Features

The main material used forthe projectis
precast concrete columnsand panels
with feature mouldings, highlighted by a
painted finish. Column-mounted lighting
givesthe building a glowing effect after
sunset, asssted by iluminated signage.

By raisng the building above street level,
it can be clearly seen from the main
intersection, approaching roadsand

from all directions, acting asa beacon for
potential customers.
